We have learned from the Music Teachers
National Association that the Board of Direc-
tors passed a resolution in July to discontinue
the woodwinds, brass, strings and voice com-
petitions, effective with the 2013-2014 com-
petitions. There were strong advocates on
both sides and the final vote was not unani-
mous. The decision will not go into effect for
two years and the Board will review its deci-
sion this December. | am asking ALL mem-
bers to contact Executive Director, Gary Ingle
at gingle@mtna.org or Cheryl Thorn-
ton@lvmta.org with positives or negatives
about this decision. There are several rea-
sons why the board felt this decision was
necessary: the large financial impact, the
small number of entrants and the small num-

ber of members participating. In the Las
Vegas Music Teachers Association, the
woodwinds, strings- including harp and the
vocal participants have numbered almost as
many as the piano entrants in most of the
competitions and festivals. Las Vegas has
had a big push to include other instruments
along with piano. It seems hard to imagine
the Las Vegas Music Teachers Association
and the Nevada Music Teachers Associa-
tion without these talented, faithful and hard-
working members. | am sure we will lose
many members if this goes into effect. Not
only that, | just received an e-mail from Na-
tional on recruiting new members. They
might not have realized just how many
members we will lose. | hope to retain all our
members, our valuable wind, string, and
voice teachers, as well as recruit new mem-
bers. This is the time for all our members to
speak up for the sake of the finest music
and musicians. | will have a letter to Mr.
